FRIDAY OF SORROWS / PASSION THURSDAY
Programme highlights: Reconciliation, kissing of the Virgin of Piety, Via
Crucis and Septenary, Christ's Sentence, Solemn Salve and Call of Brothers,
Children's Procession.



PENITENTIAL STATION OF CHRIST'S SENTENCE
This procession recalls the Gospel scene in which Jesus is unjustly
condemned by Pontius Pilate. The mystery float depicts the reading of the
sentence and Pilate washing his hands before the way to the Cross begins.



PASSION SATURDAY
Holy Rosary and Mass for deceased members, Piety and Reconciliation, the
Sacrament of Reconciliation and Lectio Divina on the Passion.



PIETY AND RECONCILIATION
The Franciscan Crown symbolizes prayer, humility, forgiveness, joy, peace
and hope. Following the spirit of Saint Francis, the procession calls the
faithful to reconciliation with God and with all humanity.



PALM SUNDAY
Blessing of palms and Masses, liturgical procession, the Entry of Jesus
into Jerusalem, the Sorrowful Rosary and veneration of Christ, Lord of Life
and Death.



THE ENTRY OF JESUS INTO JERUSALEM
One of Palencia's historic processions, popularly known as 'La Borriquilla'
and especially loved by children. Two key moments are the departure from
the Cathedral and the triumphant arrival at the Chapel of the Holy
Sepulchre.



THE SORROWFUL ROSARY
Departing from the Vera Cruz chapel, the procession climbs toward the hill
of Cristo del Otero, praying the Sorrowful Mysteries and the Litany of the
Virgin at the feet of Victorio Macho's monument.

HOLY MONDAY
Five Wounds procession. Meditation is held at five churches in the historic
centre after the ceremony explaining the brotherhood habit.



FIVE WOUNDS
A meditative procession devoted to the Five Wounds of Christ. At each stop
in the old quarter, a wound of Christ is contemplated in prayer and
silence.



HOLY TUESDAY
The Arrest of Christ procession begins at 20:00. It includes the dramatic
seizure of Christ and the route through the city centre.



THE ARREST
In the first part, the brothers of Jesús Nazareno go out to seize Jesus.
After the ritual knocks and calls, the image of Cristo de Medinaceli
appears and proceeds through the central streets of Palencia.



HOLY WEDNESDAY
Call of Brothers, Office of Darkness, Holy Way of the Cross and Light and
Darkness procession.



HOLY WAY OF THE CROSS
The climax takes place in Plaza de la Inmaculada, at the feet of the
Cathedral, where Christ of Mercy presides over a processional Way of the
Cross accompanied by other Passion images and the sound of tararú.



LIGHT AND DARKNESS
As a continuation of the Office of Darkness, the procession crosses the
Puentecillas bridge to the parish of Allende el Río to pray for deceased
members of the brotherhood.

MAUNDY THURSDAY
Mass of the Lord's Supper, kissing the feet of Jesús Nazareno, Forgiveness
and Pardon, Prayer in the Garden, Call of Brothers and Quinta Angustia:
Remembrance and Forgiveness.



QUINTA ANGUSTIA - REMEMBRANCE AND FORGIVENESS
This procession unfolds in absolute silence, broken only by the drumbeat
and Gregorian chant. In Plaza de San Francisco a penitential act remembers
the departed, and participants may place a candle for a loved one.



FORGIVENESS AND PARDON
Two corteges express the contrast between human injustice and divine mercy.
In Plaza Mayor the pardon is proclaimed as a public sign of Christ's mercy
and the possibility of redemption.



PRAYER IN THE GARDEN
Commemorating Jesus praying in Gethsemane, this procession revisits major
moments of the Passion with historic sculptures from the 16th to 18th
centuries together with more recent works.



GOOD FRIDAY
Programme highlights: Call of Brothers, Seven Words, liturgical offices,
The Steps, the Holy Burial, Silence and Penance, and visits to the
monuments.



SILENCE AND PENANCE
Jesús Nazareno advances slowly through darkened streets in profound
recollection. Candlelight, silence and the Three Falls make this one of the
most austere and moving moments of the entire Holy Week.



THE STEPS
Through its sculptural groups, this procession follows Jesus on the road to
the Cross and to death. It culminates with floral tribute and the farewell
between Jesús Nazareno and the Virgin of Amargura.



THE DESCENT FROM THE CROSS
A solemn ceremony recovered in 2003 but rooted in the 16th century. A
monastic cortege performs the un-nailing and descent of Christ before the
silent crowd gathered in the square.



THE HOLY BURIAL
After the Descent, the Cathedral doors reopen to begin the funeral-like
procession. It traces the events from Christ's death on Calvary to his
burial, ending with the sorrowing Mother.

HOLY SATURDAY
Offering of the sorrows of the city of Palencia to the Virgin, transfer of
Our Lady of Sorrow, Easter Vigil, the Solitude of the Virgin, Del Dolor,
and Via Crucis for the elderly.



THE SOLITUDE OF THE VIRGIN
Conceived as a homage by the women of Palencia to the Virgin, this
procession gathers Marian images from the city's penitential brotherhoods
around Our Lady of Solitude.



DEL DOLOR
Our Lady of Vera Cruz, dressed in strict mourning and placed at the foot of
a bare cross, processes through the streets before joining the Solitude of
the Virgin and returning in silence to her chapel.

EASTER SUNDAY
General Communion Mass, Easter Masses and the Veil Tearing ceremony, the
joyful public sign of the Resurrection.



TEARING OF THE VEIL
On Easter morning two separate processions - one with the mourning Virgin
and another with the Blessed Sacrament under canopy - meet in Plaza Mayor,
where the mourning veil is removed and joy breaks forth.
